Did you know that Eegee’s, 
the restaurant chain exclusive to 
Tucson, started out of a vending 
truck in 1971?

Ed Irving, whose name makes 
up the “e,” and Bob Greenberg, 
whose name makes up the “g,” 
began their business by sell-
ing frozen lemon drinks at local 
sporting events, concerts and high 
schools.   

Irving and Greenberg moved 
to a building on East Speedway 
Boulevard and Craycroft Road 
in 1972, and began selling sand-
wiches along with their frozen 
lemon drinks, according to a Tuc-
son Weekly article titled “Evolu-
tion of Eegee’s.”

By 1974, they had four restau-
rants. One year later they stopped 
their vending truck operation and 
began selling food only in their 
restaurants. Today there are 21 
locations in Tucson.  

The Eegee’s Web site says 

the company donates more than 
375,000 day-old loaves to the 
Casa Maria Soup Kitchen to help 
feed the homeless and gives the 
Salvation Army more than 900 
pounds of meat and cheese each 
month.

In 1995, Eegee’s received 
the Governor’s Pride in Arizona 
Award for the best recycling pro-
gram in cities of 80,000 people or 
more.  

In 1999, the owners launched 
a restaurant dedicated to training 
developmentally disabled adults. 
That same year, Eegee’s received 
the National Society of Fund 
Raising Executive’s Corporate 
Philanthropy Award in recogni-
tion of fundraising programs for 
non-profi t organizations in Tuc-
son. 

Eegee’s was sold to the 
O’Connor family (CEO Foods, 
Inc.) in 2006. The corporation 
says there are no plans to move 
the restaurant chain outside of 
Tucson.
